Citywide Wayfinding Plan – December 2020
Funded by the State Transportation Improvement Plan (STIP) through MDOT and Gulf Regional Planning Commission (GRPC), this report reflects a comprehensive study undertaken by Christian Preus Landscape Architecture (CPLA) to identify the current signage types, styles and deficiencies that currently exist within the City of Ocean Springs, Mississippi. With the information gathered through on the ground analysis, the team worked with a steering committee, focus groups, and City Staff to develop a wayfinding signage plan and strategy for the entire City.  The goal of this effort was to provide a cohesive framework for the implementation of vehicular, informational, and pedestrian wayfinding signs that fit within a consistent brand, and enhance the Ocean Springs experience for visitors, and residents.
